They
provide many choices and opportunities for dance lovers to study and perform Chinese dance. During New Year’s, Spring Festival, Mid-Autumn
Festival, National Day, even on Christmas, you can see Chinese dance shining at the celebrations. There also is growing awareness of the
benefits of dancing. Dance practice not only shapes the body but also cultivates determination and an elegant temperament.

As a dancer, I am happy to witness Chinese dance developing and prospering in the United States. Lately I have noticed that many dancers
who study Chinese dance go to all Rinds of dance competitions, where they usually compete in “Ethnic” or “FolR[oric” categories.

We also wish to showcase other dancers, and they too will compete today at the World Dance Competition (WADC), which also includes other
dance genres. ‘We hope the WDC will be held annually.

People often say that very few can do what they love as a career. I am one of the lucky ones! And I am fortunate to have the support of those
who know me, love me, and help me. I cannot do any of this without their sacrifice. There are not enough words to express my deep
appreciation!

Xiaopei He Gelb, a renowned Chinese dancer who won the Gold Medal at Japan’s Saitama International Creative Dance Competition
and was the solo dancer selected to represent Chinese women at 2004's “Year of China in France;” the chief director of the Cow
Palace Gala for the Beijing Olympics, China Night and other stage production; the executive director of the special “Overseas Edition”
of “The Same Song Concert,” an immensely popular TV show in China produced by China Central Television and broadcast from San
Francisco’'s Cow Palace, and a chief judge and organizer of the Sing Tao, NCCCAF and World Dance Competition; the founder of US
Chinese Dance Association, www.uschinadance.org and Xiaopei Chinese Dance, www.xpdance.com.
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Mr. Shi graduated from the Shanghai Dance Academy with honors. To the day today, he has performed on
stage and has been teaching dance for 54 years. He joined the Shanghai Ballet Company as a principal
dancer, and starred in ballets such as “White Haired Girl”, “Swan Lake”, and “Red Detachment of Women”. He
was also a film and television actor in many features, such as “Life’s Murmuring Sound”, “Far Away Heart” etc.
Mr. Shi came to the United States in 1988 and studied Modern Dance at the University of Utah, Salt Lake City
Mr. Shi taught ballet in Utah’s Ballet Department and also when he was in Chicago. He later moved to New
York City and graduated from the Fashion Institute of Technology. While Mr. Shi worked in the fashion
industry, he continued to teach dance. He taught modern dance and ballet to, among others, the New York
Chinese Culture Center and the Chinese Folk Dance Company ( 4R#J#TiE2E0EE ). He is now still teaching
ballet and Chinese folk dance in bay area.
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Kaiwen You Graduated from Beijing Dance Academy. Mr. You is one of the main founders of the Chinese
Ethnic and Folk Dance Department at BDA. A member of the Academic Senate, a professor and Vice
Chairman of the Ethnic and Folk Dance Department, and Artistic Director and Choreographer for the Youth
Troupe of Beijing Dance Academy. Mr. You had choreographed over 50 dance productions, several among
which were performed by national dance companies during its international tours in Southeast Asia, Europe, North and South America.
Mr. You has also won numerous accolades at national-level dance competitions: Best

Mr. You's published renowned Learning Dance from the Masters series, which remain an integral part of dance curriculum at the Beijing
Dance Academ and was selected as one of most important publications for the Fiftieth Anniversary of the Founding of the People's
Republic of China. Mr. You became a founding instructor in the popular Chinese Dance classes offered via the Democratic Education
(DE-Cal) program at UC Berkeley, and became the Artistic Director of the China Dance Theater group* in 2003. In 2006, Mr. You
established the Chinese dance curriculum at Skyline College and has been teaching there since. Since 2002, his students have participated
in national competitions such as the US International Dance Challenge and Showstopper, and have won National Platinum medals and the
highest all-around scores in the region. His students have also performed at the 28th, 29th, and 30th San Francisco Ethnic Dance Festivals
to great acclaim. Mr. You has been a jury member for many dance competitions.
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Jun Lu is an accomplished dancer, choreographer, and teacher. A graduation of Beijing Dance Academy.
Among the many national and international awards that she has received are the TaoLi Cup, China's most
prestigious professional dance award, and the Mount Everest award from the Chinese Ministry of Culture. As
an outstanding folk dance artist, Ms. Lu has represented China in more than 15 countries and has performed
solo dances at arts festivals and at the opening ceremony of the 1990 Asian Games. She was also a principal
dancer of the Chinese Youth Dance Troupe and the Singapore People's Association Dance Company.

In addition to having been a resident faculty of the Beijing Dance Academy, she has taught at the Singapore
Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts, the LaSalle-College of Arts, and the Hong Kong Dance Company, among others. Her professional and
amateur students have taken top honors at national and international dance competitions previously. Dancers from Jun Lu Performing
Arts in San Jose started attending national dance competitions in 2013 and has received numerous awards. Ms Lu herself also
received the Blue Diamond Choreography Award from the American Dance Awards two years in a row.
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FfZ54e Ms.Fenhua Lu is a graduate of the prestigious Shanghai Dance School. In 1980, she joined the
Shanghai Dance Troupe as Lead Dancer and Junior Choreographer. She participated in a number of
large-scale dance projects and also performed in the opening ceremony of the Asian Games. She received
the Silver Medal in the Chinese Folk Dance Competition in 1987.

In 1991, she moved to Canada and taught at the Quebec Children's Group of Chinese Dance and various
Chinese schools. She also choreographed and danced in the renowned musical “M. Butterfly”. From
1996-1997, she was the Artistic Director and Director of Dance for the Montreal Center of Chinese Culture
and Arts.

In 1997, she moved to California and joined Cirrus Dance & Arts as principal choreographer, instructor, and
dancer. She was also a dance soloist with the Chinese Performing Artists of America from 1998 to 2000.

In 2005, she established New Century Dance School in Mountain View, California. Her dance school performs
an annual showcase and her dance teams compete in national dance competitions.

In 2007, her New Century Dance entrants won six gold medals and a platinum medal at the International
Dance Challenge. New Century Dance was Small Group Challenge winner and won Best Costume award in
the competition. In June and July 2007, she conducted a three-week Summer Dance Camp in Shanghai,
China for her American students.

In 2008, she established the Summer Dance Camp program at New Century Dance School and has been conducting the popular Summer
Dance Camp at her dance school every year since.
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ZE Ms. Anni Liang, she is an Art Director of the Miss Chinatown Pageant USA with Chinese Chamber of
Commerce since 2007 to present. Ms. Anni Liang is currently working for one of the biggest importing
companies “E & E" in California as a Project Director, handling one of the most important tasks that are
International — Global Business Development.

Ms. Anni Liang was an outstanding dance artist; she graduated at Beijing Dance Academy in the 80's. She
was also known as a professional dance artist at the Central Dance Group recognized by the country.

Anni Liang established her own dancing school at Foster City after she moved to the USA in the early 90's.
Her unique coaching technique benefits all her students. Besides managing the dancing school, Anni Liang
involves with many social programs, she has been highly recommended and invited numerically to most of
the Miss Chinatown Pageant USA Contest Concerts as a Concert Director for dance and art by many concert
organizations throughout the country.
